Badger State Recovery, Inc. uses commercial service trucks with locked collection bins for private
confidential documents. All service trucks are monitored by GPS, including each technician’s
company cellular phone. Each cargo area of the service vehicle is monitored by two digital
surveillance cameras placed to monitor the received collection bins at all times. Service trucks and
cargo areas are securely locked at all times. The locked collection containers are delivered to a
processing facility that is fully monitored by digital surveillance 24-hours per day. Containers are
immediately unloaded by service technicians for immediate destruction. All received documents are
cross-cut shredded using a 170 horsepower Cresswood Destroyer Model HF-7870XR shredder using
an inter-changeable “screen pass” method which continues to destroy all paper documents to under
%" diameter in size.

Badger State Recovery, Inc. is a member of the National Association For Information Destruction
(NAID) and has current certificates of completion in HIPAA Training.

Badger State Recovery will provide containers at no cost and provide a weight ticket at time of
service. Agencies will be billed monthly or upon completion of service.
